· Engineering Proposal: Old Slacks Run Road (T-631) by McTish, Kunkel & Associates submitted. Jeff made a motion to approve, Al second the motion, all in favor.

· Liquid Fuels meeting with PennDot financial advisor – Michael Weigel, CIA. Recommendations regarding 2012 CD. Reverse transfer from General Fund to State Fund done on 11/19/2016 (note deposit done in error). 2012 CD was purchased with Liquid Fuels monies, CD can continue as Liquid Fuels investment, or cash in and deposit in the State Fund Account. Board of Supervisors agreed to let the CD remained invested for now. CD will revert to the original name of 2012 in Lue of CD 0460. Chad made a motion to reverse the transfer on 11/19/2016 for $12,491.12 from the advice of Michael Weigel (CIA), Al second the motion, all in favor. 
· Liquid Fuels monies expensed in 2016 due to flood. PennDot recommended Cascade Township needs to document in meeting minutes the following: 

· Due to the flood of October 21, 2016 the Board of Supervisors determined that an emergency condition exists rendering it essential to undertake immediate repair or maintenance to protect the health, safety, or welfare of the residents of Cascade Township without advertising or bidding the work. Residents were land locked to due flood damaged roads and bridges in Cascade Township. Chad made the motion to approve this action, Al second the motion, all in favor.
· Liquid Fuels Resolution recommendation by Michael Weigel, CIA: Resolution 2016-03 must be redone with current date. Submit resolution along with EALA application to PennDot Financial & Contract Services on January 4, 2017. Jeff made a motion to change the date of Resolution 2016-03 to current date of January 3, 2017, along with the EALA application and submit, Al second the motion, all in favor.

· County Aid - Liquid Fuels – 2014, 2015, and 2016 final paper work needed done. Invoices were found, PennDot will complete next step, documents received January 3, 2017 for signatures. Documents sent January 4, 2017 to PennDot for final process before being submitted to Lycoming County for disbursement of funds to Cascade Township.  

· Costars – Deadline for new Salt Contract Participation Agreement is March 15, 2017 for August 2017-July 2018 season. Application to be submitted for two loads anti-skid.

· PLCB Electronic Payment Program for semi-annual license fees must be submitted by January 6, 2017 to receive the February 2017 municipal payment. – no action

· FEMA – Hazard Mitigation Plan for Cascade Township has been approved by FEMA. Date approved 4/2/2016, adopted 4/12/82016, expiration date of 4/8/2021.
